Scripture Insights.. 
 

God’s work in the world cannot be the exclusive 
domain of only one group of people.  The read-
ing from the Book of Numbers relates that some 
Israelites wanted Moses to stop outsiders from 
prophesying.  Similarly, the disciples in today’s 
Gospel ask Jesus to stop an outsider from driving 
out demons.  Both Moses and Jesus, however, 
welcome the good actions of these outsiders.  As 
Jesus says, “Whoever is not against us is for us!” 
It is not for us to decide where and how God 
works.  We are called to embrace the good no 
matter its origin!  When evil is perpetrated, how-
ever, we must identify it.  Speaking like the Old 
Testament prophets, James condemns the uncar-
ing rich.  He does not, however, rail against the 
wealthy as such.  Rather, James condemns those 
who live in luxury with no thought for he poor; 
he condemns those who profit at  the expense of 
the poor, those who refuse to pay their laborers.  
(Workers were paid daily, so their families were 
dependent on that wage.)  The Gospel reading 
continues to offer significant wisdom advice for 
avoiding the destructive power of sin.  Speaking 
metaphorically, Jesus says that whatever be-
comes an obstacle to following God’s will must 
be eliminated-”If your hand causes you to sin, 
cut it off.”  And anyone who causes a new, vul-
nerable Christian to sin deserves the worst pun-
ishment.  Gehenna, to which Jesus refers, has 
become for Christians a traditional symbol for 
hell.  The word comes from the Valley of 
Hinnom outside Jerusalem where the city refuse 
was thrown and burned.  This foul smelling and 
smoldering valley became a symbol for a place 
of punishment for those who do not live accord-
ing to God’s will.  Good and evil are realities in 
our world.  The readings in the liturgy call us to 
stand united with those who are on the side of 
goodness.

Which group ex-
periencing economic discrimination weighs 
heaviest on your heart?

Menopause Awareness Month 

Menopause is a natural biological process which oc-
cur in women and can happen in your 40s or 50s, but 
the average age is 51 in the United States.  This natu-
ral biological process produces physical symptoms 
(such as hot flashes) and emotional symptoms 
(disruption of sleep, low energy levels and/or for 
some women trigger anxiety or feelings of sadness 
and loss).  Although it also ends fertility, you can stay 
healthy, vital and sexual.  Menopause can result 
from:  1.)  Natural decline of reproductive hormones 
(as you approach your later 30s, your ovaries start 
making less estrogen and progesterone (hormones that 
regulate menstruation) and your fertility declines.  2.)  
Surgery that removes both your uterus and your ova-
ries (total hysterectomy and bilateral oophorectomy).  
3.)  Chemotherapy and radiation therapy (these 
cancer therapies can induce menopause, causing 
symptoms such as hot flashes during or shortly after 
the course of treatment.  The halt to menstruation (and 
fertility) is not always permanent following chemo-
therapy, so birth control measures may still be de-
sired).  4.)  Primary ovarian insufficiency (when 
your ovaries fail to produce normal levels of repro-
ductive hormones stemming from genetic factors or 
autoimmune disease.  Often when no cause can be 
found, hormone therapy is typically recommended at 
least until the natural age of menopause in order to 
protect the brain, heart and bones).   

 Don’t hesitate to seek care from your health care 
provider for symptoms that bother you.  Many ef-
fective treatments are available, from lifestyle ad-
justments to hormone therapy.
